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Coaches Code of Ethics

As a coach in the Greece Girls Soccer League, I understand the responsibility of putting into practice the following code of ethics:

· Above all, we must remember the game is played for the girls.  The interest, safety and welfare of the girls in our League are our top priority.  My Risk Management card will be displayed and worn at all GGSL events and activities. I will wear my GGSL coaches shirt at all GGSL games that I am coaching at.

· Our mission is to promote the game of soccer through fun, fair, and enthusiastic play (see the Greece Girls Soccer League Mission Statement below).  We must understand that girls join our league for different reasons and all are valid. 

· Coaches and players must accept the judgment by the officials.  Dissent can quickly destroy the atmosphere of the game and often leads to other spectator issues.  The coaches’ attitude is vital.

· The coach is a role model and must behave accordingly.  The coach should not shout excessively at players, other coaches, or officials. Coaches need to do their best to control spectators and to keep the game a fun and safe environment for all players. Coaches should report to the commissioner any 'out of control' parents.

· Parents need attention too.  Organize a parents meeting prior to the start of the season.  At this meeting, set the tone and expectations of the season with the parents and players.  This is critical.  The coach must try to make the parents and players understand the philosophy of the league and abide by it.  

· The success or failure of most player seasons rides more on the enjoyment of the experience rather than the win/loss record.  There is nothing wrong with wanting to win; but having fun is always most important to the girls.  

As a coaching volunteer, I support this Code of Ethics and have read and support the Expectations of Parents, Players, and Coaches for 2008 season.  I will, to the best of my ability, display the characteristics that will promote the game of soccer and the Mission of the League.  I will encourage teamwork, good sportsmanship, and fair play.  I will also follow and uphold the rules and philosophies of the Greece Girls Soccer League. I understand the failure to abide by these rule may result in suspension or game forfeit, said action to be determined by the GGSL Board of Directors.
