
2008 Greece Girls Soccer League, Inc. Game Card

Referees:  Referees will be compensated per GGSL agreement with the FIFA referee unit as follows:

Referees will be paid before the start of the game by the home team as per the rates noted above.  Should the home team fail to appear, the referee assignor will contact the GGSL Board for compensation.  If the playing field is unplayable and all parties are present, (i.e. the minimum number of players to start a game from both teams, and the necessary Officials and Coaches) each Official(s) will be paid $7.50 expense money only.  If a contest is started but not completed, the Officials will be paid their entire normal and customary game fee. If the field becomes unplayable after the first match in a scheduled double header due to any situation, the referee will not be paid the expense fee in addition to the normal match fee for the schedule first match.)  If the referee is present at the game site, she/he will be paid even if no game is played.  If an assigned referee fails to show up, the volunteer referee will be paid the fee for the game.  The home team coach should report the missing referee to the Age Group Commissioner when he/she reports the score of the game.  The referee is in control of the game and his/her decisions are final and not subject to dispute.  The coach is responsible for his/her own behavior and the behavior of the parents and players. Take the time to review the game card with the opposing coach and the referee prior to the start of EVERY GAME; after the start of the game is too late.
Weather & Game Conditions: The referee may suspend a game due to weather and/or unsafe playing conditions. A mutual agreement between the coaches may require (cause) a game to be suspended or rescheduled due to weather and/or unsafe playing conditions even if the referee would otherwise allow the game to continue. This mutual agreement between coaches to suspend a game is made at the field, not before!
If thunder is heard or lightning is spotted by anyone; coaches, players, parents or referee, GET OFF THE FIELD!  DO NOT LEAVE THE PARK. Wait 30 minutes from the last clap of thunder or flash of lightning to make ensure the storm has passed, and then resume the game. If after 30 minutes, thunder or lightning is still present, the game is cancelled.  If the weather is unreasonably cold or inclement and both coaches agree, sweatpants and sweatshirts (worn under the uniform shorts and jersey) will be allowed; otherwise, only the game uniform should be visible.  If conditions warrant, please check the GGSL web site, www.ggsl.org, to ensure the School District or the Town has not closed the fields.  If the fields have been closed please contact your age group commissioner for possible rescheduling.

Specific Information: U12 Games will have 4 quarters and 3 breaks timed as shown in Table 1.  U14 and above games will have 2 halves with 1 break as shown in Table 1.  Teams will switch ends of the field (change goals) and the game will be restarted with a place kick by the team that did not start the previous quarter/half with a place kick. (See Table1) Substitutions during play are allowed only in the U14, U16 and U19 age groups.  These substitutions can be made, with the consent of the referee, prior to a throw-in by the team in possession, prior to a goal kick by either team, after a goal by either team, after an injury by either team when a referee stops play, or at the start of a new quarter or half.  (See Table 1)  Shin guards are mandatory.  Cleats are optional, but recommended.  Eyeglasses are allowed to be worn by any girl.  Players are not permitted to wear any jewelry.  Spectators or coaches are not allowed to stand or sit along the end lines.

Modified Rules for Tykes (U06 Age Group) Only: The Tykes program is an Instructional League created to develop our youngest players.  Highly modified rules are in place to lessen the potential of injury and to stress more offensive situations that can be noted below. 

Practices:  Tykes teams should only meet once a week.  From May 1st – May 14th, coaches are allowed to bring their teams together once a week for practice.  The formal league program begins on May 14th.  After that teams should only meet on their game night.  The primary objective of the Tykes program is to provide a non-stressful, non-competitive environment where our youngest players can have fun while learning about the fundamentals of the game.  Please review and use the program outline provided to the Tykes coaches.
Modified Rules For U08 Age Group Only: The U08 age group will play 7 via 7 and will follow all FIFA rules with the following exceptions:

· Switching Goals - Teams will exchange ends of the fields (switch goals) only at half time.

· Throw-ins - Players will be allowed a second chance at a throw-in, if it is determined by the referee that the first throw-in was illegal.

· Offside - This will be called only for flagrant situations and if a true advantage was gained.

· Goalie Time Limit Rule – The time limit will be extended for the goalie to put the ball back into play after a save, however, if the referee determines that the goalie is holding the ball too long, the referee will tell the goalie to put the ball into play. No foul will be assessed.  

· Goal Kicks - Goal kicks will be taken as an indirect kick from anywhere on or within the boundary line of the penalty area, or an area as identified by the referee.

· Penalty Kicks - Penalty kicks will be taken as an indirect kick from the front line of the penalty area at the point that is closest to where the foul originally occurred.

· Slide tackles - Not allowed.
· Substitutions - As stated above

Modified Rules For U10 Age Group Only:  The U10 age group will play 7 via 7, and will follow all FIFA rules. There will be substitutions during play as stated above.

Modified Rules For U12 Age Group Only:  The U12 age group will play 11 via 11 and will follow all FIFA rules. There will be substitutions during play as stated above.

Modified Rules For U14 Age Group Only:  The U14 age group will play 11 via 11 and will follow all FIFA rules. There will be substitutions during play as stated above.

Modified Rules For U16 Age Group Only:  The U16 age group will play 11 via 11 and will follow all FIFA rules. There will be substitutions during play as stated above.

Modified Rules For U19 Age Group Only: The U19 age group will play 11 via 11, and will follow all FIFA rules. The players on the field may be adjusted based on total of players present at games and agreed on by coaches.

Playing Time: All players must play at least half the game, subject to the exceptions listed below.  No player may play 4 quarters unless all of the other players play at least 3 quarters.  Exceptions may be made only if the player is: 1) being disciplined by the Coach (with prior approval of the age group commissioner); 2) arrives too late to play in a quarter for which she is scheduled to play; 3) is unable to play because of physical limitations; 4) is ineligible because of improper registration status.
